PROJECT:  A channel 6 feet deep from the mouth of river to the head of Silver Springs Run (deauthorized), about 57.7 miles; clearing the channel of obstructions from Silver Springs Run to Lake Griffin, including certain artificial waterways and extensions thereof, and maintaining dikes to obtain a navigable depth of about 4 feet to Leesburg, about 33.4 miles; and construction of a lock and dam at Moss Bluff to maintain the water level in Lake Griffin. Length of project is about 85.7 miles in the river and 5.4 miles in Silver Springs Run.

LOCAL COOPERATION:
PROGRESS:  The project is complete except for providing a channel 6 feet deep from the mouth of the river to the head of Silver Springs Run, which was deauthorized. Moss Bluff Lock and dam replaced under the Four River Basins, Florida Flood Control Project.

COST:  $315,264, including $3,912 for new work on previous project, all Federal funds.
