PROJECT:  A channel 12 feet deep by 125 feet wide from Jacksonville to Fort Pierce; thence 10 feet deep by 125 feet wide to Miami, with such modifications in cutoff alinement as may be required by the Chief of Engineers, for the operation and maintenance of the Palm Valley highway bridge; maintenance of 8 feet deep by 80 - 1,267 feet wide, side channel from waterway to Daytona Beach Municipal Yacht basin, and a turning basin 8 feet deep extending from the waterway to the easterly shore, about 1,140 feet wide at the waterway and 280 feet wide at the shore line at Vero Beach. Length of project is about 349 miles from the center line of the St. Johns River and Pablo Creek Southward to Miami.

PROGRESS:  The project is complete except for construction of channel and turning basin at Sebastian, which was deauthorized on 17 November 1986.
