PROJECT:  Federal contribution toward cost of a local shore protection project consisting of construction and future periodic nourishment of a protective beach 100 to 150 feet wide, with a berm elevation of 10 feet above mean low water, along the ocean shore of Palm Beach Island, and of construction and operation of a sand-transfer plant at Lake Worth Inlet. The Federal contribution authorized is 7.5 percent of the initial costs of the protective beach and costs of periodic nourishment for a period of 10 years from the year of initial placement. The Federal share of costs for construction, operation and maintenance of the sand-transfer plant for its first 10 years operation is 19.3 percent up to 23 October 1962, and 21.8 percent thereafter. The project is inactive except for the sand-transfer plant features.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  N/A

PROGRESS:  Only the sand-transfer plant feature has been provided by local interests in 1958. Federal participation expired in 1968. Project is inactive.
