PROJECT:  Intracoastal Waterway Caloosahatchee River to Anclote River, Florida - A channel 9 feet deep by 100 feet wide from Caloosahatchee River to Anclote River; deepening existing 100-foot wide entrance channel at Caseys Pass (Venice Inlet) to 9 feet; maintenance of bulkheads, revetments, and two jetties built at Caseys Pass under a previous project; and improvement and maintenance of existing Sunshine Skyway borrow channel to 9 feet deep by 100 feet deep. Waterway will include existing improved channels in Pine Island Sound from Punta Rossa to Charlotte Harbor, in the entrance to Roberts Bay at Casey Pass, in Little Sarasota Bay and Sarasota Bay from Nokomis to Tampa Bay, and in Boca Ciega Bay from Tampa Bay to Clearwater Harbor; a channel 6 feet deep by 80 feet wide along the south eastern side of Boca Ciega Bay and across Cats Point Shoal. Length of project waterway is 160 miles of channels.

Caseys Pass, Florida - This improvement forms a part of the project for improving the intracoastal waterway, Caloosahatchee River to Anclote River, Florida, and consists of a channel 9 feet deep and 100 feet wide from Roberts Bay to deep water in the Gulf of Mexico and maintenance of bulkheads, revetments, and two parallel sheet-pile jetties built under a previous project. Length of project is about 3,500 feet.

PROGRESS:  The project has been completed.

COST:  $8,303,433, including $515,479 for new work on previous project, $8,472 new work on Sunshine Skyway Channel, and $9,707 new work for Cats Point Channel, all Federal funds; and $14,473 non-Federal funds for new work.
