PROJECT:  A bar channel with outer depths of 56 feet reducing until a depth of 49 feet at the intersection with Anegado Channel and a width of 800 feet; Anegado Channel with decreasing depths from 46 to 40 feet and a width of 350 feet; Army Terminal Channel with a depth of 40 feet and a width of 350 feet; Puerto Nuevo Channel with a depth of 39 feet and a width of 350 feet; Graving Dock Channel with a depth of 36 feet and a width of 350 feet; and Sabana Approach Channel with a depth of 32 feet and a width of 250 feet with maintenance thereafter. The project also includes a mitigation plan to create 1.8 acres of shallow water habitat to mitigate for the loss of 1.2 acres of algal beds. An additional 3.2 acres of low emergant islands/mudflats will be created through the beneficial use of dredged material.

Authorization was also given for San Antonio Channel to be extended 1,500 feet east with a depth increase to 36 feet along the varying channel width; Cruise Ship Basin to a depth of 36 feet at an irregular width between San Antonio Channel and the cruise ship piers on the south side of Old San Juan; and Ancorage Area E to a depth of 38 feet and mooring dolphins added for vessels using the area. However, these items will be treated as deferred based upon current and future vessel traffic.
