PROJECT:  Federal contribution toward cost of a local shore protection project consisting of restoration and future periodic nourishment of a protective beach with a berm 100 feet wide at an elevation of 4 feet above mean low water, along a section of South Roosevelt Boulevard approximately 6,200 feet long. The Federal contribution authorized is one-third of the completed and one-half of the remaining initial costs of the protective beach, and one-half of the costs of periodic nourishment required to replace alongshore losses for a period of 10 years from the year of initial placement.

PROGRESS:  Westerly 3,000 feet of initial project completed by local interests in 1960. Project deauthorized 1 January 1990. Project expired; replaced by Monroe Co. shore Protection Project.

COST:  $96,340 Federal funds and $192,168 non-Federal funds.
