PROJECT:  Provides for Federal contribution toward the cost of a local shore protection project for restoration of beaches to a general width of 100 feet with a berm elevation of 10 feet above mean low water, and periodic nourishment for a period of 10 years from the year if initial nourishment, as follows: 4.8 percent of the cost for the Martin County line - Jupiter Inlet segment (1.3 miles), 11.6 percent of the cost for the Jupiter Inlet - Lake Worth Inlet segment (2.5 miles), and 5.1 percent of the cost for the South Lake Worth Inlet - Boca Raton Inlet segment (8.4 miles).

LOCAL COOPERATION:  The project sponsor constructs and maintains this project according to the items of local cooperation in the cost sharing agreement. The Federal share of eligible costs is reimbursed following an audit.

PROGRESS:  Local interests completed the 2.6-mile Delray Beach initial fill segment in August 1973, and renourishment in 1978, 1984, and 1992. The city of Boca Raton initially constructed the north Boca Raton segment in 1988. The city prepared a General Design Memorandum (GDM) addendum in 1996 for the first renourishment. The county completed initial construction of the Jupiter/Carlin segment in May 1995. The county prepared a GDM in 1996 for initial construction of the Ocean Ridge segment.

COST:  $7,391,000 Federal funds and $9,667,000 in non-Federal funds were expended to date. The total ecost is estimated to be $228,800,000
