PROJECT:  Federal contribution of funds toward costs for the restoration and protection of the shores at Condado and Ocean Park. The plan comprises widening about 0.9 mile of the beach to a berm width 30 feet wider than now exists at elevation 7, with a seaward slope of 1 on 20; incorporating in the project the 129 feet long breakwater constructed at La Concha Hotel; periodical nourishing in the future those restored areas and such other areas in the Condado and Ocean Park reach where and as erosion may occur, for a period of 10 years after the initial restoration work has been accomplished. Based on present conditions of ownership and use, and Public Law 87-874. The Federal share for initial construction and periodic nourishment is 14.4 percent, except for the completed breakwater for which the Federal share is 8.2 percent.

PROGRESS:  Work on the project has not commenced. Project deauthorized 1 January 1990.

COST:  With the exception of $23,532 Federal funds and $22,400 non-Federal cost for preauthorization studies, there has been no cost on the project.
