PROJECT:  The authorized project provides for 101 miles of levees, 120 miles of canals, 42 control structures, and 9 flood detention areas. More specifically, the project is described below as follows:

· GREEN SWAMP AREA - includes the Lowery-Mattie Conservation Area, levees forming the Green Swamp, Little Withlacoochee, and portion of Upper Hillsborough flood detention areas, with necessary canals and control structures.

· HILLSBOROUGH RIVER - includes levees necessary to form the Upper Hillsborough, Blackwater Creek, Cypress Creek, and Lower Hillsborough flood detention areas, also control structures and channels including the Tampa bypass and Thonotosassa Outlet Canals.

· OKLAWAHA RIVER - levee on north shore of Lake Apopka extending down Apopka-Beauclair Canal to the lock and dam. Improvement of Oklawaha River channel from Lake Griffin to its intersection with Silver Springs Run, a west bank levee below Moss Bluff lock and dam, and east bank levee above Moss Bluff Lock and Dam, and replacement of the lock and dam.

· WITHALCOOCHEE RIVER - includes Jumper Creek flood detention area, with outlet canals and control structures.

· PEACE RIVER - Peace Creek Canal and control structures and improvements to existing water control and drainage features.

· GULF COASTAL AREA - Lake Tarpon - Outlet Canal and control structures for more dependable regulation; Anclote River: Control structure and channel improvement (deauthorized); Phithlachascotee River: includes Squirrel Prairie flood detention and outlet canal area, the Masaryktown Canal and control structure.

· Green Swamp Area - no works have been started in the Green Swamp Area.

· Hillsborough River Basin - the Lower Hillsborough Flood Detention Area and the Tampa Bypass Canal, the work designed to protect the urban areas of Tampa have been completed.

· Oklawaha River Basin - accomplished; all works are in place except the lake Apopka Levee.

· Withlacoochee River - the Lake Apopka outlet works are complete.

· Peace River - no works have been started in the Peace River Basin.

· Gulf Coastal Areas - Lake Tarpon outlet canal and control structure, Masaryktown Canal, and Brooker Creek Recreational Area, Lake Tarpon are complete.

COST:  $180,700,000 Federal funds and $155,800,000 non-Federal funds.
