PROJECT:  This improvement is the beach erosion part of the project entitled "Broward County Beach Erosion Control and Hillsboro Inlet Navigation Report," and consists of improvements in Broward County, Florida, from the north county line to Hillsboro Inlet and from Port Everglades to the south county line, and a combined beach erosion control and navigation improvement of Hillsboro Inlet and the shore south thereof to Port Everglades. The beach erosion control features comprise restoration of a protective beach to a general width of 100 feet with berm elevation of 10 feet above mean low water and periodic nourishment thereof. Navigation features would provide for a channel 8 feet deep and 100 feet wide from the Intracoastal Waterway to a point 1,500 feet oceanward in Hillsboro Inlet, thence 10 feet deep and 150 feet wide to deep water in the Atlantic Ocean; jetties on the north and south sides of the ocean entrance, and a permanently based floating dredge to maintain the navigation channel and transfer sand across the inlet with a provision for replacement by a trestle-mounted sand-transfer plant if necessary. Navigation features are inactive.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  The shore protection project is authorized for construction by the local sponsor with reimbursement of the Federal share of eligible costs.

PROGRESS:  Pompano Beach reach (3.2 miles) initially completed October 1970, and remourishment in 1984 by local interests. J.U. Lloyd State Park portion was initially constructed in 1977 and was renourished in 1990. Hollywood/Hallandale portion was initially constructed in 1980 and was renourished in 1990. Navigation feature at Hillsboro Inlet inactive due to provision of non-project works by local interests.

COST:  $19,493,000 Federal funds and $17,471,000 non-Federal funds have been expended to date. The total cost is estimated to be $167,200,000.
