PROJECT:  The authorized project extends southerly from the south jetty at the entrance to the Ft. Pierce Harbor Federal navigation project for a distance of 1.3 miles to include Surfside Park at its southern limit. The project provides for Federal contribution toward the cost of a local shore project for restoration of the beach to a general width of 50 feet with a berm elevation of 10 feet above mean low water, and periodic nourishment for a period of 10 years from the initial nourishment.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  By letter of 29 August 1990 the sponsor, St. Lucie County, Florida, notified the Corps of Engineers of "their intent and willingness to sponsor the Beach Erosion Control Study Project under section 934 of the 1986 Water Resources Development Act, and to provide the necessary items of local cooperation."

PROGRESS:  Initial construction of the project occurred in 1971 with the placement of 718,000 cubic yards of material. The project was nourished once in 1980 with 346,000 cubic yards. The Section 934 report, approved June 1995 by ASA(CW), proved extension of Federal participation was justified. However, under the current administration's policy, Federal participation was not extended.

COSTS:  $9,100,000 Federal funds and $9,800,000 non-Federal funds. Total project cost (TPC) estimated at $18,900,000.
