PROJECT:  Authorized project provides for two stone jetties at harbor entrance, north jetty 19,150 feet long and south jetty 11,200 feet long; for a channel 32 feet deep from the ocean to junction of Lanceford Creek with Amelia River, 400 feet wide below Calhoun Street in the city of Fernandina, and generally 300 feet wide above; and for widening the channel at the first bend above Lanceford Creek to 800 feet to form a turning basin. The authorized project is inactive. The 28 feet project authorize by the 1938 River & Harbor Act as modified by the 1945 River & Harbor Act was provided. The entrance channel was realigned and deepened to 34 feet in fiscal year 1957 in connection with the Kings Bay Army Terminal. The entrance channel was deepened to 40 feet in 1979 in connection with the construction of the F.B.M. Submarine Support Base at King's Bay, St. Mary's, Georgia.

LOCAL COOPERATION:
PROGRESS:  Active portion of existing project is complete. Remaining work is to deepen inner harbor channel and turning basin to 32 feet when and if inactive 1950 authorization is reactivated.
