LOCAL COOPERATION:
PROGRESS:  Bal Harbour Village officials extended the south jetty at Bakers Haulover Inlet in June 1974, and completed initial construction of their 0.85 mile beach project segment in July 1975. All initial nourishment is complete. The second periodic renourishment is scheduled to begin in 1997.

COST:  $49,384,000 Federal funds, includes $2,294,134 reimbursement costs to Bal Harbour, and $39,867,000 non-Federal funds. Total costs to date are estimated to be $311,100,000.
