PROJECT:  Provides for Federal participation in beach erosion control measures for parts of the gulf shore of Lee County through the provision of a protective and recreational beach with a level berm 50 feet wide at elevation 4 feet above M.L.W. and a natural slope as would be shaped by wave action along 2.7 miles of shore on Gasparilla Island, 4.7 miles of shore on Captiva Island, and 4.6 miles of shore on Estero Island; periodic nourishment of each of these reaches as needed for an initial period of 10 years; and for construction of 2,400 feet of revetment and a groin at the southerly end of Gasparilla Island and a groin at the northerly end of Estero Island.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  The items of local cooperation are provided by the Captiva Erosion Prevention District (CEPD) for the Captiva Island segment of the project.

PROGRESS:  The CEPD initially constructed the Captiva Island segment in 1989 and renourished that segment in 1996. A General Reevaluation report is underway for the Gasparilla and Estero Island segments.

COST:  $169,000 Federal funds for preauthorization studies, and $2,400,000 in Federal funds and $11,400,000 in non-Federal funds for the Captiva Island segment. The total cost is $37,900,000.
