PROJECT:  Provides for Federal participation in beach erosion control measures for the middle Gulf shore of Lido Key through provision of a protective and recreational beach with a level berm 125 feet wide at elevation 5 feet above M.L.W., and a natural slope as would be sloped by wave action along 1.2 miles of shore and periodic nourishment of that reach as needed for an initial period of 10 years.
