PROJECT:  Provide for Federal participation in beach erosion control measures for part of the Gulf Shore of Manatee County through provision of a protective recreational beach with a level berm 50 feet wide at an elevation 6 feet above M.L.W., and a natural slope that would be sloped by wave action along 3.2 miles of shore on Anna Maria Island and provide nourishment of the entire gulf shore of that island as needed throughout project life. A General Design Memorandum was approved in 1991 that indicated 4.2 miles of initial beach fill along the middle of Anna Maria Key was warranted.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  The sponsor provides the items of local cooperation.

PROGRESS:  Initial construction of 4.2 miles of initial beach fill was completed in March 1993.

COST:  $5,518,000 in Federal funds and $3,538,000 in non-Federal funds. Total estimated cost is $105,700,000.
