PROJECT:  Provides for a protective beach fill along 3,000 feet of the previously nourished Smathers Beach area consisting of a 100 feet wide berm at an elevation of 4 feet above mean sea level and a protective beach fill with a 25 foot wide berm along 2370 feet of the shoreline to the east and 3400 feet of shoreline to the west of Smathers Beach; a rubble mound groin 145 feet in length at the west end and a 115 feet long groin at the east end of the project. The Smathers Beach portion (300 feet) must be constructed first.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  The items of local cooperation are described in the approved feasibility report.

PROGRESS:  The GDM is being prepared for construction of the Smathers Beach portion.

COST:  $332,000 in Federal funds and $333,000 in non-Federal funds have been expended to date. The total PED cost is estimated to be $9,700,000.
