PROJECT:  The basin drains an area of about 24.2 sq. mi. through a heavily urbanized portion of San Juan and discharges into San Juan Harbor. The plan of improvement protects against the 100-year flood by construction of 10.9 miles of channel. Most of the channelization would be rectangular concrete which will require a debris basin on the main channel and on one tributary. Local responsibilities include providing all lands, easements, rights of way, and relocation of bridges, roads, and utilities and cash contribution of 5 percent of the total cost.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  PCA executed on 10 March 1994.

PROGRESS:  Contract No 1 was awarded on 31 August 1995 and is under construction. Work under this contract consists of relocation of the Miramar Sewer Siphon crossing, relocation of approximately 2,000 linear feet of the De Diego Expressway, modification of the Kennedy Avenue Bridge, removal of approximately 2,500 linear feet of existing king pile and panel bulkhead, removal of an abandoned bridge, dredge approximately 2,000,000 cubic yards of material to form a 400-foot-wide by 25-foot deep trapezoidal channel, construciton of approximately 3,000 linear feet of prestressed concrete king pile and panel wall, construction of approximately 750 linear feet of steel sheet pile channel wall and relocation of electrical work in Central Park. Remaining contracts to follow with an expected project compeltion date of May 2010.

COST:  $308,494,000 Federal funds, $103,106,000 non-Federal funds, total cost: $411,600,000.
