PROJECT:  Provides initial restoration of 3.6 miles of eroded beach, starting at the south jetty of the St. Mary’s Inlet and extending south to Sadler road; and periodic nourishment of 4.3 miles of shore between the south jetty and Sadler Road. The restored beach would have a 20 foot wide level berm at an elevation of 13 feet above mean low water. The initial beach fill would consist of an estimated 1,100,000 cubic yards of nourishment material. Periodic nourishment would be accompanied by operation and maintenance of the navigation channel for St. Mary's Inlet.

LOCAL COOPERATION:  Nassau County, Florida, and the City of Fernandina Beach have expressed their desire to support the project.

PROGRESS:  The planning, engineering and design (PED) phase is currently underway with a scheduled completion date in FY99.

COST:  FY97 funds are being used to complete a draft General Reevaluation Report. FY98 funds will be used to address higher authority’s comments through the review and approval process. $1,568,000 for PED. Total project cost is estiamted to be $14,000,000 ($11,200,000 Federal and $2,800,000 non-Federal funds.)
