Your application for a Department of the Army permit
modification received on June 26, 2007, has been assigned number
SAJ—2007~2761(NW—ARZ). A review of the information and drawings
provided shows the proposed work is to (1) permanently dispose
dredged material on top of the existing C-41 spoil area adiacent
o Fisheating Bay, (2) redistribute the sand material in the Lake
Okeechobee (Lake) bottom that was placed at the site to Create
haul roads at the Okeetantie site, and (3) utilize the staging
area at Okeetantie as the temporary disposal site until the final
disposal site is approved. The work shall be conducted in
accordance with the attachment labeled Supporting Information.
