Scope of Work: The work includes excavation and thermal treatment of approximately 55,000 cubic yards of PCP and dioxin contaminated soil. Soil will be treated on-site and used as backfill after treatment. Contract is a cost-reimbursement type issued by Nashville District with design by Kansas City District. 

Award Date: 8 January 1999

Status: Contractor continuing to submit revised plans based on comments provided by USACE and other federal and state agencies. Site electric service has been installed and energized. The potable water system is scheduled to be operational by the end of April. The propane system is scheduled to be completed the week of 24 April which will allow startup and initial testing of the TDU by the end of April. Concrete placement for the TDU pad and soil handling building is about 60% complete with placements scheduled through the end of April. The wastewater treatment facility components have been delivered to the site are are being assembled. Confirmatory soil sampling completed to date have indicated that contaminants exist beyond the original excavation limit lines and depths. A public meeting was held on 5 April to coincide with equipment arrivals to the site.
