Status: Contractor continuing to submit revised plans based on comments provided by USACE and other federal and state agencies.  The potable water system is operational.  The Wastewater Treatment Plant should be operational by mid July.  Startup and initial testing of the TDU continues.  Contaminated soils test phase to begin in mid July.  Construction of interim contaminated and treated soils holding areas complete.  Completion of the contaminated and treated soils handling/storage buildings expected in August. Interim Unsatisfactory Rating issued to Contractor on 18 May 00 by Contracting Officer (CELRN-CT).  CO-N to closely monitor progress for 90 day period at which time another interim rating will be issued.  Follow up partnering meeting planned soon.
