DATES OF TREATMENT:

June 3 – June 6 2004

Areas outlined in green indicate those areas in which herbicide treatment of cattail will be conducted using a helicopter.  Invasive aquatic plants inside these shallow-water areas will be treated to prevent monoculture stands, increase diversity of desirable native plants, and open up areas to wind and wave action.  Herbicides used will be glyphosate (AQUANEAT) at 120 ounces/acre and 2,4-D Amine (WEEDAR 64) at 32 ounces/acre.
